This past Wednesday, Blessing Harvell, a Marshall 6th
grader, sat down with his mother and a Fox 17 reporter to
discuss his petition for a four day school week. Before
creating a petition on Change.org, he researched the benefits
and challenges of a four day school week.
 
Blessing shared that 25 states and over 560 school districts
across the country have already moved to a four day school
week. He shared there were both financial and personal
benefits of moving to a four day school week. He stated that
school districts saved about 7 million dollars in fuel costs by
running buses only four days a week, attendance improved,
and referrals went down. On the other hand, he did mention it
may cause day care issues for some parents. However,
since the school day would be longer, many parents would
not need after care four days a week, and could just transfer
the cost to one day a week.
 
Blessing's petition has already gained over 500 signatures.
